BULLETIN ANNOUNCEMENT

Next weekend we will be collecting medicines
again to bring to the hospital in Fond des Blancs, Haiti.
One of our parishioners, Jim Curtis, will be traveling to
Haiti in late January to deliver the medicine and perform
volunteer work at the hospital. Items specifically needed
are vitamins with iron for adults, children, and pregnant
women. Also, powdered baby formula with iron,
acetaminophen, ibuprofen, antacids (pills are lighter and
easier to handle than liquids), antibiotic cream,
antifungal cream, and cortisone cream. Baskets will be
placed at the church entrances.
