BAPTISM OF THE LORD

This weekend we celebrate the Baptism of Our
Lord. What a great opportunity to acquaint you with the
RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults) that many
parishes (including St. Mary’s) sponsors every year.
The RCIA Program at our parish is overseen by Dave &
Jayne Fahy and Deacon Jim Eames. We are blessed.

In the early Church they obviously did not
baptize babies. As the apostles, disciples and the
followers of Christ preached the gospel to adults, many
of those who believed chose to become Christian and
were baptized. As time went on and the Church
developed it became common for entire families to join
the Church together. And as Church doctrine and
theology evolved and our sacramental system expanded
they instituted the sacrament of initiation. This meant
that as an adult went through the process of becoming
Christian (Catholic) he/she would be prepared for
Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation. This would be
how they were welcomed into the faith — all 3
sacraments were celebrated at the same ceremony. As
time went on and we began to baptize babies our
theology changed and the Roman Catholic Church no
longer celebrated the Eucharist and Confirmation at the
same time as Baptism. We waited for the age of reason
for First Communion and adolescence for Confirmation.
(The Eastern Rite Church still celebrates the 3
sacraments when their infants are baptized).

Our RCIA process begins in October and is
highlighted on Holy Saturday night with the Baptism,
Eucharist and Confirmation of our candidates. We now
have people in formation. We are so happy for them and
for our parish. Some of those who have gone through
this process in past years at St. Mary’s are now very
active parishioners and are very involved in the life of
our Church. It is thanks to the Second Vatican Council
that we re-instituted the RCIA. It is an attempt to
convince those choosing to join the Church that it is a
lifelong journey, a commitment to follow Christ, it
involves being an active member of the Parish
Community and that the parish is a strong support to
your decision making.

The adults in our RCIA will travel together to
the Cathedral during the process and join with the
candidates from all the other parishes in the Archdiocese
who are also preparing to receive the sacraments of
initiation at the Easter Vigil. This experience at the
Cathedral makes them aware of the greater Church
which includes the entire Archdiocese.

It is the Spirit of God that has called these adults
to deepen their faith experience through the Catholic
Church. It is our privilege to encourage them and
support them in every way possible. We congratulate

our candidates, their families and those who influenced
them along the way and who may have been influential
in their decision to join the Church. It gives us all a
chance to re-think our own faith journey which can lead
to some major changes in our lives.
