SECOND SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME                                                           JANUARY 20, 2008     
 

 
 I don’t think I have ever intentionally missed an 
opportunity to vote in national or local elections.  A 
couple of times I even voted absentee ballot.  I am 
convinced that my vote makes a difference. 
 Sometimes when I disagree with a person in 
authority, either in public life or the Church, I write them 
a letter to express my opinion or feelings.  People often 
ask me if I think it makes any difference and I respond, 
“I have no idea what difference it will make to the 
person reading it but it makes a lot of difference to this 
person writing it.”  In other words, I have the privilege 
and the right to express my views and I need to know 
that I have exercised that responsibility. 
 I love it when we have ballet questions in the 
voting booth (some that are binding and some that are 
not).  They can be confusing so I get hold of the booklet 
put out by the Elections Department that explains each 
question and what a yes vote or a no vote means.  I then 
take a piece of paper and write down what my vote is on 
each question and I bring it into the voting booth with 
me.  I have found out something about myself over the 
years from the ballot questions:  on most social issues I 
tend to be in the minority.  In other words, if there are 10 
ballet questions and 7 pass with a yes vote, I probably 
voted no on those 7 (Whatever that means). 
 I cannot encourage you enough to exercise the 
right you have to vote.  If you are not registered, then 
take that step so that you can vote in the future.  The 
world is not the same, the issues are life altering, the 
candidates differ immensely, the future is unknown.  
People can be indifferent, apathetic and cynical or 
people can be committed, hopeful and critical.   
 The difference between cynical and critical is 
important when the issue is why vote?  Cynical people 
say--- “It doesn’t mean anything, they’re all the same, I 
don’t care anymore, the world is going to hell”.  Critical 
people say… “There is a better way, life is affected by 
each one of us, I want to assure a healthy future for the 
next generation, I don’t want others making decisions 
for me without my input”. 
 At this point the national stage is unpredictable.  
The Republican Party, the Democratic Party and the 
Independents (non-affiliated) champion very different 
causes.  The number of registered independents speaks 
volumes about how unhappy many people are with the 
traditional party platforms. 
 Anyone who chooses not to vote is ignoring the 
issues that determine our present and future as a society.  
What are those issues?  Life itself, the environment, 
health care, war and peace, immigration, education, 
religious freedom, the role of government, civil rights, 
national security, the arms race, federal deficit, the role 

of the United Nations, poverty, infant mortality, public 
safety, taxes, minimum wage, energy crisis, addiction 
and so many more. 
 If someone told you that you could have a say in 
these areas so that the future of the world could be 
affected positively, why would you not choose to take 
part? 
 How many know when the Super Bowl will be 
played?  How many know when the Massachusetts 
primary election will be held?
