Friends, 
 I am now in the parish for 8 months and I 
believe we are alive and well.  I love St. Mary’s and the 
Town of Randolph.  Our community has received a lot 
of negative publicity recently but we know that it is a 
wonderful town in which to live, work and raise a 
family.  There are many issues that can contribute to a 
healthy environment in our neighborhoods.  Two of 
those areas of concern presently in Randolph are 
education and public safety. 
 When families choose a community in which to 
settle down they always want to know about the school 
system and the crime statistics.  Randolph has been 
struggling in both of those areas and it can force families 
to make decisions to leave the town.  That decision is 
understandable but it creates a void in many ways within 
families, among friends, within the Church/Synagogue 
and in the business community.  As you know, when a 
school system is under performing people may remain in 
the community but will withdraw their children from the 
neighborhood schools and enroll them elsewhere.  This 
decision affects the school and the town because the 
parents tend to center their energy around their 
children’s school activities and to become invested in 
another community (even if they don’t live there). 
 I don’t have to tell you that the housing market 
is deeply affected as well.  If the school system does not 
have a good reputation, then the town can become an 
undesirable place to raise a family.  Also, a school that is 
not challenging its students and instilling pride in their 
academic abilities can become less safe and put our 
children/teenagers at risk. 
 Those who have young people enrolled in the 
Randolph Public Schools know that there are wonderful 
teachers among the faculty, gifted administrators in our 
system and some great course offerings.  But as the 
funding has been trimmed over the years and budget cuts 
have been made throughout the schools the entire system 
has been put in jeopardy. 
 What can we do about it?  How do we save the 
school system, our children’s education and our town’s 
reputation? 
 On April 1st everyone in the town who is a 
registered voter has the opportunity to voice his/her 
opinion on the Override Questions.  There will be 3 
questions to be voted on: 
 
Question #1 is for the School Override in the amount of 
$5,480,738. 
Question #2 is for the Police Dept. in the amount of 
$411,323. 

Question #3 is for the Fire Dept. in the amount of 
$200,000. 
 As it appears now the amount of money which 
the town raises through its taxes and other revenues plus 
the money the State allocates is not enough to 
adequately meet the needs of our educational system and 
public safety issues. 
 If these shortfalls are not remedied, we may save 
hundreds of dollars in taxes but lose thousands of dollars 
as the value of property in our town decreases. 
 Last year when there was an attempt to pass the 
Override, it lost by 400 votes and only 19% of parents 
who had children in school voted.  Everyone has the 
right to their opinion and in this country we have the 
privilege and responsibility to let it be known at the 
voting booth.  How you vote is your choice.  What a 
great day in the history of Randolph if we could 
motivate record numbers to make the time on April 1st to 
express their preference on questions 1, 2 and 3. 
 We have the opportunity to actually change the 
way many people view our community.  We can 
convince people that our best days are ahead of us. 
 These issues of education and public safety  are 
actually issues of life and death.  It is our responsibility 
to be concerned about every aspect of our own lives and 
the life of our town.  Education is Knowledge and 
Knowledge is power.  The better educated our children 
and teenagers become, the healthier they will be 
physically, emotionally and spiritually.  Our young 
people need to be proud of their abilities, their town and 
their schools.  We have the opportunity to tell them that 
we will do all we can to assure that they can receive the 
best education possible right here and right now.  At the 
same time, we improve the reputation of our town and 
continue to attract young families to Randolph who can 
be impressed with our school system and the safety of 
our streets. 
 Cast your vote on April 1st and do all you can to 
guarantee that we will continue to enjoy life in 
Randolph.

CORI FORMS 
 All of our parishioners involved in 
ministries/organizations or volunteering are required to 
fill out a CORI (Criminal Offense Record Investigation) 
Form and return it to the parish on the weekend of 
March 15/16.  At that time the Parish Staff will sign your 
form to verify your identity and will then forward the 
completed forms to the Archdiocese.  The State of 
Massachusetts does the background checks to assure the 
safety of all of our parishioners (especially our children).  
Each of us is then asked to sign a Code of Conduct: 
Statement of Agreement drawn up by the Archdiocese.  
This is an attempt by the Archdiocese of Boston and all 
parishes (including St. Mary’s, to do all we can to 
guarantee our parents that their children/teenagers will 
be safe when in our care.

 Do you remember those words recited at Mass 
as we pounded our chest:  “Through my fault, through 
my fault, through my most grievous fault”.  Well, I feel 
that way because I gave you incorrect information in last 
week’s bulletin.  I wonder how many noticed.  It was 
brought to my attention by a few.  In naming the 4 
presidents assassinated I mistakenly put Ulysses S. Grant 
when it should have been James Garfield.  It is a 
reminder of how careful we have to be when we take 
someone else’s word regarding history.  For your 
information:  In 1880 James Garfield was elected to the 
presidency.  He took office on March 4, 1881 and was 
shot July 2, 1881, which eventually led to his death on 
September 19, 1881.  On the other hand, Ulysses S. 
Grant after retiring from the Presidency, developed 
Cancer of the throat.  He died in 1885.  By the way, 6 
presidents survived assassination attempts – Andrew 
Jackson, Theodore Roosevelt, Franklin Roosevelt, Harry 
Truman, Gerald Ford and Ronald Regan.  The End!
